The regular meeting of the Parks and Recreation Board was called to order at 7:10 p.m.

APROVAL OF MINUTES

Mr. and Mrs. Pentek, 12931 Sunflower Avenue (365-9619) questioned the installation of
playground equipment for Sun Meadows Park. Advised the equipment would be
installed and told the Board had heard at the previous meeting a group of residents of
the subdivision had voiced a desire to have the park developed as more of a passive,
prairie type park.

Prairie West Retention Pond — Ms. Millis advised the algae eating fish is a grass carp.
Discussion was held of possible alternatives to algae problem. More study is in line due
to feeling aerator installation possibly may lead to other problems.

Millis. Passed 4-0.

Ms. Millis advised the Disaster Plan for the Town has a section on Park Department
participation. Our department’s stamp of approval, indicating we would help with the
plan is requested. Tabled to next month’s meeting.

Eagle Scout Troop 288-289 of Schererville has offered the services of some of their
scouts working on merit badges. Funding by the Park for projects wold be acceptable,
but not necessary. Ms. Millis will pursue the possibility of signs being made for the Sun
Meadows, Prairie West and Schillton Hills parks. Mr. John Taylor suggested we contact
American Sign Company to see if they might contribute some materials for the signs.

Prairie West Drain Tile — Due to a fear of flooding in the south end of the park, Mr.
Monix has advised there is a need for drain tile ($200.00 approximately) and trenching
($150.00 approximately) to correct the situation. Mr. John Taylor suggested the Plan
Commission be approached on the problem. Ms. Koke will bring the matter up at the
Plan Commission meeting.
